· Albemarle Baptist Center:  977-4375

Their clothing center accepts referrals from Region Ten, Love, INC, CAP, OAR, or a church.  Your voucher is good for 4 trips to the center, and can be renewed.  The center is open on Tuesdays, Wednesdays, Thursdays, and Saturdays from 9:00 a.m. to 12:00 noon.  On Tuesday nights, you may shop if you are looking for job clothing.  They have uniforms as well as dress and casual clothes.  Also on Tuesday nights, you can get a hair-cut, make-over and job counseling.  They provide assistance in completing job applications and provide counseling on transportation, childcare, interview skills, and other job related concerns.

· Children, Youth & Family Services:  296-4118

Provides day care information and payment assistance.  Also provides individual and family counseling as well as home-based parenting skills training.

· Commonwealth Attorney’s Office:

The state prosecutor is the Commonwealth’s Attorney.  Once it has been decided that charges will be pressed against a defendant, the case is handled from that point on by the attorneys at this office.  The people who answer the following numbers can tell you the dates on which a particular case is set to be heard.  If you are involved in a situation of domestic violence, it is very important that you contact this office to let the attorney know your side of the case before you go to court.

· CARES:    220-0800

Provides financial assistance to people whose lives have been disrupted by such issues as domestic violence, medical crisis, arrest, fire, flood, natural disaster.  You can go on your own, or call our office to get a referral.  (Used to be called CAP or Community Assessment Program).
· Department of Rehabilitative Services:  296-5621

Provides job training, job search assistance, educational scholarships, and educational testing.

· Domestic Violence Coordinator:  970-3176

(Kim Higgins)  Can help you get through the court process if you decide to press charges against your abuser.  She will also help you file for custody of your children, get to the shelter, etc.

· Drop-In Center (also called On Our Own):              979-2440  
This is a great place, located at 123 4th Street, NW, that is open 7 days a week to go when you need a friendly, supportive, drug-free and confidential environment to hang out.  It is open from 8:00 in the morning to 7:00 at night.  Lunch is served free on Sundays.  There are six AA and NA meetings there each week.  You can make phone calls and get mail and phone messages through the center at no charge.  No forms or registration is required.

Provides food baskets once every six months.  You need to call ahead of time (between 9:00 a.m. and noon) and give them your name, social security number, and the number of children at home.  You can pick baskets up at the Church of the Incarnation (the Catholic Church behind Toys R Us on Route 29).

· Housing Authority:                                               Charlottesville:  970-3253                                               Albemarle:  296-5839                                                          Oversees the distribution of public housing and Section 8 vouchers throughout Charlottesville and Albemarle County.  You should sign up with the Housing Authority as soon as possible.  Although the lists for getting housing through this resource are often long, it does not usually take very long to get to the top of the list.

· Legal Aid Society:  977-0553Provides a lawyer to people who otherwise cannot afford one in cases of a civil (not criminal) nature where the other party will probably have a lawyer to represent them.  To find out if you and your case would qualify, call the following number at 9:00 a.m. on Monday.  If you give them a number, a receptionist will give you a time at which one of their lawyers will call you back that day.     
· Monticello Area Community Action Agency (MACAA):  295-3171                                               Houses a variety of programs such as Head Start, Brown Job Training Center, Opportunity Knocks (a teen GED preparation and employment program), Beating the Odds (a teen pregnancy prevention program), Hope House (a 6 month transitional housing program), etc….

· Piedmont Works:  977-2662                                   Provide free self-help programs to help people find jobs.  Tuesdays and Fridays they provide a wide range of seminars to assist people:  topics include “Help, I Need a Resume,” “What the Employer Sees During Your Interview,” “I Know Nothing About Computers,” “How to Use the Internet to Find a Job,” and “Applying for a Job Can be Fun.”
· Pregnancy Center:  979-4516                                Provides free pregnancy testing, counseling and information.  If you enroll with them during the first five months of your pregnancy, you can sign up for and receive a complete layette for your baby.  They also help with baby furniture, clothes, and sometimes, car seats.  They also have maternity clothing.  

· Salvation Army Shelter:  295-8509                             An emergency shelter at which clients can stay without a referral for up to one month for single adults and up to six weeks for families (often the times are extended when needed).  No one is ever turned away because of space problems.  No drug or alcohol use is allowed during a client’s stay  and the shelter will test a client if the staff  thinks a client is using.  Each client works with the case manager there to make up a plan to move out.

· Shelter for Help in Emergency (SHE):                    293-8509 (Hotline)                                                                        An emergency shelter for women who are in danger of being physically harmed by their partners, whether the partner is her husband, boyfriend, or girlfriend, for up to six weeks.  The shelter houses up to 20 women and their children.


· Teen Health Center:  982-0090                       Comprehensive health services for adolescent and young adult people.  It provides pregnancy testing, prenatal care, STD testing and treatment, birth control, etc.

· Thomas Jefferson Health Department:  972-6200 Provides many basic health services like immunizations, infant car seats and instruction, birth control devices and family planning instruction, and STD testing and treatment.  TJHD also houses the WIC Clinic and the Child Health Partnership (CHP) program in which a nurse comes to your home to check on you and your baby’s health.
